New Announcements

Traffic Concerns: This past week, we have experienced some traffic backups in and around the school.
In order to reduce these issues, please review the following information. It is also important that you share
this information with those who may drop-off, or pick-up your child from school.

e Itis very important that cars do not block traffic on Alden Street, Boutwell Street or neighboring
side streets before the gates open. The gates open in the afternoon at 2:15pm. Parking is
allowed in the church parking lot, or on streets that allow parking. Also, please be respectful to
our neighbors. | received a call from the owner of Acoreana Market on Alden Street, complaining
of parents parking in their lot, and also blocking access to their lot. Please note that the police
have been notified of this.

e For morning drop-off, once you are along the side of the building, please allow your student to
exit the vehicle and walk up the path to the door. This will allow for the flow of traffic to
continue, and also for the timely entry of the students.

e For afternoon pick-up, upon entering the parking lot, cars must pull all the way down the
parking lot. Parents are to exit their vehicle and walk to the area near the door to pick up their
student. Students are not allowed to walk across the parking lot by themselves. Cars can’t stop in
the middle of the parking lot. This will cause backups, and will lead to traffic blockage on Alden
Street. Lastly, Grades K-3 leave at 2:20pm, and Grades 4-8 leave at 2:30pm; please plan your
arrival time accordingly.

e Lastly, parking is not permitted in front of the school during school operation. Please note the
signs that are posted on Everett Street. Thank you for your cooperation!
